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 HEXAGONIC  
TILA BRACELETS 

By LESLIE ROGALSKI 
 
Six-sided components with Tila beads and seed beads link up with an edgy style using CYMBAL 
elements. Make it full length with five or six components or as an adjustable piece with only 
three components and a partially finished bracelet ending. 
 
 
To adjust for length: Each component 
with 6mm jump ring adds 1.25 inches. 
To lengthen just a bit, simply add jump 
rings to the end components. 
 
MATERIALS for 6” bracelet (five 
components) before clasp 
18 Tilas color A (3 matching 

components) 
10 Tilas color B (2 matching 

components) 

3g 8 Color B 

3g 11 color C 

3g 8 color C 

3g 11 color D 

3g 8 color D 
10 Cymbal SOROS endings 
6 size 6mm open jump rings to match 

the Cymbal color 
1 clasp 
 
Option: Partially finished bracelet ends  
 
 
 
 
 

Remember to make sure both holes are clear before using any two-holed beads. 
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MAKE COMPONENTS 
1. String a stopper bead on 28 inches of Fireline, leaving a 5” tail.

2. String one 11and one Tila six times. Sew through all the beads again to form a ring. Knot the 
working thread to tail. String the tail on a new needle and weave around the ring until the 
thread feels snug, and trim. 
 
3. With the working thread, sew through beads to exit a Tila. Reverse direction and sew through 
the open hole of the same Tila. 
 
FIGURE 2 
4. String a SOROS and sew again through the Tila being exited. Pull the thread so the SOROS 
aligns flat against the Tila edge. Repeat the thread path twice more to secure the SOROS. (Only 
one thread path is shown in the illustrations.)

5. String two 8s and sew through the next Tila. Repeat two more times to exit the Tila on the 
opposite side of the ring from the first SOROS added.  
 
6. Repeat Step 4 to add a second SOROS. 
 

7. String two 8s between each of the remaining three 
Tilas and exit through the first Tila with the SOROS and 

through the next 8.

8. String an 11 and sew through the next 8, Tila and 

8. Repeat around the ring to add an 11 between each 

pair of 8s. 
 

9. Sew around the ring through all beads (11s, 8s and 
Tilas) a few times until the thread feels secure and 
snug. Trim. 
 
10. Repeat Steps 1-9 to make the desired number of 
components. 
 
JOIN COMPONENTS 
FIGURE 4B 
11. Use pliers to open jump rings and link through the SOROS loops. Add one jump ring to one 
end SOROS, and attach your clasp to the other. Do the same to attach a clasp to the last SOROS.
